The 

association has successfully sponsored three pieces of 

legislation aimed at eradication workersô compensation 

fraud in roofing. The organization also places a priority 

on worker safety, building standards that are 

reasonable and economically viable, and protection of 

the C-39 license classification scope of work for roofing 

contractors.
